Remember:   

IF IT EXISTS ON THE SYLLABUS (TEST, QUIZ, ASSIGNMENT DEADLINES, ETC) THEN YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE - regardless of whether I have reminded you or not.

1.  Read the material.  

Always be prepared.  Look ahead on the syllabus, and plan your time wisely.  During 1st semester three of the major works we covered were summer reading books; this semester most of the material will be new, so it is imperative that you keep up (No – Sparknotes is not enough!).  There are a number of major works listed below, but there are also lots of poems and short stories.  

2.  Follow the syllabus.  You may miss days, but you are still held to the deadlines on the syllabus.  Most likely I will have to make some changes (additions and/or subtractions) to tailor the syllabus to our needs.    

3.  Participate in class.  Most discussions will be student-led, but daily participation is also required.  

4.  Come to class prepared.  Be sure to bring your poem(s) and book(s).  Much of our study requires close reading and textual references to passages; therefore, having your book/poem, etc., on the days of presentations and/or discussion is crucial. (NOTE: lack of materials equals -5 on your next test!)

5.  Stress management: Be proactive – if you’re having trouble come and talk to me – before something is due! Find a moment of calm i.e. your happy place(
From time to time during the semester we will be working on AP multiple choice questions to prepare for the test.  The best preparation, however, will come from reading, keeping up with poetry responses, and sharing your ideas during class discussions.
